I. Call to Order 
 

Mayor Van Stickles called the meeting to order at 5:30pm.

III. Approval of Minutes 
 

Councilman Jimmy Fogle made a motion to approve the minutes of the 
November 13, 2007 meeting. Councilman Mike Fanning seconded. All were 
in favor. 
 
 

IV. Special Guest OR Public Request or Comment 
 

 
Frank Quattlebaum was sworn in as the new Municipal Court Judge for 
Elloree. Quattlebaum is an attorney with Quattlebaum and Murphy, LLP, and 
currently serves as the Municipal Judge for Santee. 
 
Quattlebaum served as both the Deputy Solicitor and the Assistant Solicitor 
for the 1st Judicial Circuit Court and is an active member of the Tri-County 
Chamber of Commerce, where he served as the 2006 Chamber President. 
 
 
 

 



V. Water Commission Report 
 

Elloree Water Commission General Manager Larry McDowell presented the 
monthly report and minutes of the November 13, 2007 water commission 
meeting to the council. He said the system completed 41 work orders and 
billed 639 customers. The system billed 364 customers on behalf of the town 
for household trash services. The estimated water loss was 23%, up from 
14.5% in October. 
 
He also presented a report from an inspection done by DHEC at the waste 
water facility. The report was satisfactory, and there were no violations for 
the month of November. 

General Manager McDowell also reported that the Elloree Water 
Commission will hold their regular monthly meeting on Tuesday, December 
11, 2007 at 6:00pm at the Elloree Water System. 

 
VI. Police Report 

 
Town Administrator John Singh delivered the report from the police 
department for Chief Preston Avinger, reporting the following information 
for action taken:

He noted that the SC Forestry Commission gave a presentation after the 
November council meeting regarding the proper pruning and maintenance of 
trees. He added that a live demonstration will be done at a later date. 

Singh noted that several citizens have asked about recent landings of 
helicopters at Joe Miller Park. He informed them that medical helicopters 
often utilize the park as a landing site for accidents occurring in the area.

IX. New Business 
 

 
Mayor Van Stickles presented a proclamation recognizing Friday, December 
7, 2007 as Arbor Day. The Elloree Garden Club will hold an Arbor Day 
celebration at Joe Miller Park at 3:30pm and will be planting a tree at the 
walking trail during the program. The public is invited to attend. 
 
The Mayor and Council recognized Ricky Brown of the 1175th TC Army unit, 
who is being deployed to Iraq in December. Bill Watkins of Signs by Bill 
donated several stickers for Brown and his company exhibiting support 
from the Town of Elloree. 
 
Singh announced that the Town will sponsor its Small Town Christmas 
event on Saturday, December 15, 2007. The downtown merchants will hold 
their sidewalk sale from 10:00am to 6:00pm. A program will be held 
downtown at 6:00pm, and concessions will be offered by Cal Stillinger.  
 
 



The Elloree Heritage Museum will welcome Santa Claus following the 
program and will offer free admission, along with refreshments, until 
8:00pm. 
 
Singh presented a resolution to garner Tree City USA designation for the 
town. Councilman Michael Fanning made a motion to approve the 
resolution, and Councilman Barbara Butler seconded. All were in favor. 
 
Councilman Jimmy Fogle made a motion to authorize SCE&G to bring in an 
approved contractor to properly trim trees in the right of way under the 
power lines. The motion was seconded by Councilman Barbara Butler, and 
all were in favor. 
 
Councilman Michael Fanning added that any citizens with questions should 
feel free to contact the Town for more information regarding proper tree 
maintenance. There is a Power Point presentation available for viewing 
from the SC Forestry Commission.  
 
The Mayor opened the floor for citizen comments, prompting one resident 
to ask if there is a proper maintenance plan in place for the trees. 
 
Councilman Mike Fanning made a motion to approve a resolution to 
borrow funds from South Carolina Bank and Trust to pay for Phase III of the 
downtown Streetscape, with the funds for repayment coming from penny 
sales tax and grant funds. Councilman Jimmy Fogle seconded the motion. 
Councilman Barbara Butler abstained from the vote. All others were in 
favor, and the motion was approved. 
 
Cherokee Construction won the bid process for the Streetscape Phase III 
and will be beginning the process during the month of December.
