I. Call to Order 
 

Mayor Van Stickles called the meeting to order at 5:30pm. 
 

II. Opening Prayer 
 

Councilman Mike Fanning provided the invocation.  
 

III. Approval of Minutes 
 

Councilman Jimmy Fogle made a motion to approve the minutes of the 
September 11, 2007 meeting. Councilman Mike Fanning seconded. All were 
in favor.

IV. Special Guest OR Public Request or Comment 
 

Sally Jo Coulliette of the Pythian Sisters of Temple No. 4 of Elloree addressed 
the Mayor and Council regarding the Trunk or Treat event held at Joe Miller 
Park on Halloween. 
 
She thanked the town and Clerk Chasity Canaday for their cooperation and 
assistance in planning the event.  
 
The Pythians presented the idea to council and organized the event and plan 
to continue Trunk or Treat for future Halloweens. Coulliette expressed 
thanks and hope that the event will grow each year. 

 



V. Water Commission Report 
 

Elloree Water Commission General Manager Larry McDowell presented the 
monthly report and minutes of the October 9, 2007 water commission 
meeting to the council. He said the system completed 37 work orders and 
billed 634 customers. The system billed 364 customers on behalf of the town 
for household trash services. The estimated water loss was 14.5%, down 
from 16% in September. 
 
There were no DHEC violations for the month of October at the wastewater 
or water treatment facility. He also presented a copy of the SC DHEC Sanitary 
Survey for the Water System, where they received a satisfactory rating. 

McDowell also updated the Mayor and Council regarding the issue of high 
iron content at the new Hampton Street well. He noted that the problem is 
being addressed with the assistance of the Department of Health and 
Environmental Control. 

General Manager McDowell also reported that the Elloree Water 
Commission will hold their regular monthly meeting on Tuesday, November 
13, 2007 at 6:00pm at the Elloree Water System. 

 
VI. Police Report 

 
Town Administrator John Singh delivered the report from the police 
department for Chief Preston Avinger, reporting the following information 
for action taken:

Singh also gave an update regarding Phase III of the Streetscape, noting that 
a pre-bid meeting has been held and bids will be accepted started on 
November 20th. 

The Administrator noted that the Town Hall has been closed several times for 
administrative projects, including fiscal year end filing, audit assistance, and

Singh updated the Mayor and Council regarding the Community 
Development Enforcement program that the town is working on in 
conjunction with Orangeburg County. The town has received two complaints 
of properties in town, and those properties have been referred to the 
County. 

He reminded residents that the program relies heavily on community input 
and encouraged residents to contact the Town Hall for more information.

Councilman Mike Fanning made a motion to approve the  proposed

Singh informed the public of scheduled closings for the Town Hall for the 
Thanksgiving holiday. Town Hall will close at 12:00pm on Wednesday, 
November 21 and all day on Thursday, November 22, and on Friday, 
November 23. 
 
He noted that there will be a meeting at 6:30pm with the South Carolina 
Forestry Commission regarding trees in town. 
 
Clerk Chasity Canaday gave an update regarding the fall Arts & Antiques 
Festival, Trunk or Treat, Lights of Winter, Small Town Christmas, Pork Fest, 
the Elloree Trials, and upcoming events at the Elloree Heritage Museum.  
 



She also noted that Mayor Van Stickles was invited to participate in the 
Best of the Best Invitational Cook-Off held on November 9 and 10 in 
Summerville. The event was sponsored by the Dorchester Shrine Club and 
included the top teams in the state who competed with the South Carolina 
Barbeque Association.  
 
The mayor won the 2nd place in the judging of the Anything Goes 
competition and 1st place in the popular vote. He then won 3rd place in the 
Chicken competition and placed 2nd in the pork competition. 
 
Councilman Jimmy Fogle made a motion to engage Brodie, Summers, & 
Wilkes to perform the 2006-07 audit. Councilman Mike Fanning seconded 
the motion.
